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Weather forecast till 25" September 2025 for Odisha:

e Scattered to fairly-widespread rain/thundershower is very likely over the districts of Odisha during
week-1 (till 18" September, 2025) under the influence of existing upper air cyclonic circulation over
south Odisha and adjoining north coastal Andhra Pradesh.

e Isolated to scattered rain/thundershower is very likely over the districts of Odisha during week-2 (19"
September, 2025 to 25" September, 2025). There is a likelihood of formation of a fresh upper air
cyclonic circulation/low-pressure area over west-central & adjoining northwest Bay of Bengal during
first half of week-2 (around 20" September 2025).

Agro-Advisory for the second fortnight of September:

+ Transplantation of vegetables should be done in the afternoon hours to avoid high temperatures.

» Beaware of weather advisory and accordingly avoid spraying plant protection chemicals during rainy
days.

» Use protective covers while undertaking spraying of pesticides as safety measures.

» Adopt soil test-based fertilizer scheduling for improving nutrient use efficiency and reducing cost.

PADDY:

+ To manage blast disease, drain the extra water from the paddy field once the rain has stopped. Apply
400 milliliters of Hexaconazole per acre, 200 milliliters of Azoxystrobin + Difenoconazole, or 80
grams of Tebuconazole + Trifloxystrobin per acre.

« At early stage, for controlling stem borer in paddy, apply Cartap Hydrochloride 4% G @ 8 kg/acre,
Chlorantraniliprole 0.4% GR @ 4-kg/acre, or Imidacloprid 0.3% GR @ 6-kg/acre by combining them
with sand in a 1:1 ratio in clear weather conditions.

» Use post-emergence herbicide Bispyribac-Na 10% SC @100 ml/acre at 3-5 leaf stage of weeds or at
20 DAT. Spray the herbicide by mixing it in 200 litres of water per acre.

« Always use flat-fan or flood-jet nozzle and clean water for herbicide spraying.

» 5-7 cm of standing water to be maintained after transplanting in transplanted rice field.

» During dry spells, supplemental irrigation of 5-6 cm to be applied in rice.

» Proper drainage system to be made in okra fields.

» 5-6 cm of water to be applied as supplemental irrigation during dry spell.

» During the vegetative stage of okra, sucking pests such as aphids, jassids, thrips, and whiteflies may
be present owing to weather conditions.

» To control pests at an early stage of infestation, combine 1500 ppm Neem Oil (600 ml/acre) with 200
liters of water.

» To control sucking pests, spray with Thiamethoxam 25% WG @ 40 gram/acre, Acetamiprid 20% SP
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@ 50-gram/acre, or Tolfenpyrad 15% EC @ 400-ml/acre, mixed with 200 liters of water.
BRINJAL:

» Proper drainage system to be made in brinjal fields.
« 5-6 cm of water to be applied as supplemental irrigation during dry spell.

» In clear weather conditions, to control wilt in brinjal, treat the root zone and soil with a mixture of

Tebuconazole 25.9% EC at 200 ml per acre and Plantomycin at 200 grams per acre.
SUGARCANE:

» 50-60 mm of water may be applied under furrow irrigation method as supplemental irrigation during

dry spells.

« Through drip irrigation, water may be applied during dry spells as per crop water requirement (2-3

mm/day).

« Carry out wrapping and propping as the crop attains 4-5 months’ age in medium and late duration

varieties.

* Apply the insecticides in the afternoon hours so that the movement of honeybees doesn’t get

disturbed.

» For biological management of pest, use one Trichogramma chilonis card per acre every week for six

weeks, dividing each card into twelve pieces at the designated perforations.

« For chemical control, apply Fipronil 600 ml/acre, Profenophos 400 ml/acre, Chlorantraniliprole

18.5% S.C. 80 ml/acre, or Chlorantraniliprole 0.4 GR 4 kg/acre with 200 liters of water.
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
